RACING AWARDS

Award winners will be offered the choice of:
An engraved glass listing all awards won during the year
A certificate listing all awards won during the year
No physical award

Novice: The Sailing Sub Committee will identify ‘Non-Novice Helms’ before the start of the season and
post a list in the clubhouse and will review this periodically. By default, anyone not on the list will be
considered a novice. Novice Helms are those helms who are just starting to race at club level, once the
Sailing Sub-Committee considers that they are sailing competitively consistently they will be moved to Non-
Novice status. A member may contact any member of the Sailing Sub-Committee if he/she wishes to be
included or removed from the list.

AWARD DEFINITIONS

Number of Awards

For all Series an award shall be made to the first boat in each of the categories below. Awards shall be
made for 2" place if there are three or more qualifiers. Awards for lower places shall be made to 25%,
rounded up, of the number of qualifiers.

Note: Awards restriction — a helm can only receive an award within the ‘All Dinghies Category’ and one
other Category. S| 18 Change of boat applies.

Note: Both the Handicap Fleet and the Comet Fleet are scored based on average lap time.
